Two (2) of the scholarships will be offered to students at
high schools affiliated with ALCFES; one (1) of the scholarships will be awarded
to an eligible high school student in the French IV Extemporaneous Speaking
category at SLU’s 2025 Foreign Language Festival. Candidates must have at least
the Al level of French according to the Common European Framework of
Reference for Languages (CECR).

During the 3-week program at Université Libre de Bruxelles, the students will have
the opportunity to improve their French language skills and learn more about
Belgian culture. Students will be placed in a French language class according to
their level. Classes are held Monday through Friday from 9:00am to 4:00pm, except
for the days that are reserved for excursions. Some of the excursions may include,
for example, day trips to the cities of Bruges, Bouillon and Anvers as well as
museum visits. Students will discover the city of Brussels at the beginning of the
program. Upon satisfactory completion of the 60 hours of coursework, students will
receive a certificate during the program’s closing ceremony.

On the first day of the summer program, students attend a welcome session and
take a placement test (written and oral) to determine their level of French. Also, a
WBI representative distributes a stipend for meals to the scholarship recipients.

Named after Escadrille Lafayette, a group of 200 Americans who trained as pilots to fly for the French during
World War I, the goal of the Escadrille Louisiane (EL) program is to fill Louisiana’s French immersion programs
with highly qualified and certified fluent-French speakers from Louisiana who have their state’s heritage
languages and culture at heart. EL is a program for Louisianans with a college degree who aspire to teach French
immersion at a public or public charter elementary school in Louisiana.

This is a 5-year commitment that culminates in obtaining a Master of Arts in Teaching (MAT) degree in
Elementary Education 1-5 from Centenary College of Louisiana, becoming certified to teach French in Louisiana
and being contractually obligated to teach French immersion in Louisiana for at least three (3) years. The students
who will be selected to participate in the EL program will begin by spending 3 weeks at Centenary College of
Louisiana in Shreveport in June 2025, at which time they will have a pre-trip orientation and take two (2) graduate
courses as part of their MAT degree requirements. Then they will spend the first year of the program in the city
of Rennes, France where they will work as TAPIF English Assistants (www.tapif.org) in 1-2 French schools and
take courses at the INSPE and online with Centenary College. The program will purchase a round-trip airline
ticket to Paris for you. Participants arrive in France in mid-September 2025 and return home by the end of May
2026. Participants will earn approximately €1,010 gross/€800 net per month from the French Ministry of National
Education for their TAPIF duties. Upon their return to Louisiana, they will return to Centenary College for three

During the second year of the program, the EL participants will conduct residency teaching in French immersion
in Louisiana while completing their MAT coursework.

Then a letter will be sent to the scholarship recipients with more information about their scholarship and
study abroad program along with documents that need to be submitted to CODOFIL.

BEFORE making any travel plans, all scholarship recipients are required to:

1) sign a scholarship acceptance/refusal form,;

2) sign a release form;

3) pay a $100 processing fee (check or Zelle made payable to Consortium of Louisiana Colleges &

Universities) upon acceptance of your scholarship.

A valid U.S. passport book (NOT a passport card) is needed for your travel abroad. Please apply for your
passport book as soon as possible since it usually takes at least 6-8 weeks to receive it. For more information:

U.S. Passports

All scholarship recipients are required to have travel insurance which must include health and repatriation
insurance. The insurance coverage must be effective from the date you depart the U.S. through the date of your
return to the U.S. Proof of insurance must be sent to CODOFIL PRIOR TO traveling abroad.

In the event that a scholarship recipient declines his/her scholarship after having accepted it and after having
received scholarship funds, he/she must immediately return the funds to CODOFIL. CODOFIL will in turn
forward the funds to the scholarship donor.

All scholarship recipients will be obligated to complete a program evaluation and submit it to CODOFIL by
Friday, August 15, 2025.
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
