son Abstract 
ents will use primary source cartoons (political and editorial cartoons and caricatures) to 
stigate how artists and political commentators use cartoons as social, political and historical 
mentary.  Students will then use a current event situation or individual to produce an original 
tical cartoon.  The lesson culminates with students critique peer presentations.
